NOTICE TO REGISTER IMPORTERS OF MEDICINES/PHARMACEUTICALS AND MEDICINES IMPORTED AND MARKETED IN SWAZILAND
The mission of the Swaziland Ministry of Health (MOH) is to improve the health status of the people of Swaziland by providing preventive, promotive, curative and rehabilitative services that are of high quality, relevant, accessible, affordable, equitable and socially acceptable. In line with this, the Ministry is working on improving the regulation of medicines imported, marketed and used in the country. This is in an effort to ensure that the medicines available in the country are of assured quality, in order to protect and promote public health. The MOH seeks to ensure that those involved in the importation and distribution of medicine/pharmaceuticals comply with internationally accepted practice standards. 

The Ministry of Health therefore requests all importers of medicines/pharmaceuticals into Swaziland to:

1. Register as importers of medicines with the Ministry of Health. 
2. Provide the Ministry with all medicines/pharmaceuticals they import into the country. 
The submission of the requested information in response to this notice will not constitute product registration but should be considered as one of the primary steps towards the future registration process.
The data compiled from this notice will enable the Ministry to compile an audit of all medicines/pharmaceuticals currently available in the market place.  
This information should be submitted on or before 30th September 2013, electronically to cms@realnet.co.sz or mradesk@gmail.com. In addition to the electronic copies hard copies can be submitted to the Central Medical Stores, Plot No 77 Matsapha Industrial Site, King Mswati III Avenue, Matsapha, M202.
