
Hon. Minister Chief Ndlaluhlaza Ndwandwe Profile
Honourable Chief Ndlaluhlaza Ndwandwe is serving in his second term in Cabinet, having also served as the Minister of Public Works and Transport between 2018 and 2023. 
Hon. Chief Ndlaluhlaza attained a Bachelor of Science degree (BSc), majoring in Mathematics and Physics, and a Post Graduate Certificate in Education (PGCE), both from the then University of Swaziland, now the University of Eswatini (UNESWA). After graduating in 2005, he began his professional career as a teacher at Ka-Schiele High School in Mbabane, teaching Mathematics and Science. 
In 2014, Hon. Chief Ndlaluhlaza was appointed as Under Secretary responsible for administration in the Deputy Prime Minister’s Office. In 2018, His Majesty King Mswati III then appointed Chief Ndlaluhlaza as a Member of the 11th Parliament and Minister of Public Works and Transport. 

Hon. Chief Ndlaluhlaza also served as Board Member of the Minerals Management Board from October 2014 to October 2017, later on becoming Chairman of the same board from October 2017 to November 2018. He has also served as a Tibiyo TakaNgwane Main Committee Member.

Prior to that, in 2010, the Honourable Minister was endorsed by His Majesty as Chief of Nkambeni/Bulandzeni. Hon. Chief Ndlaluhlaza is passionate about the socio-economic development of emaSwati through the utilisation of available resources. Over the years, Hon. Chief Ndlaluhlaza has spearheaded and encouraged the involvement of his community in the sugar cane growing sector.

In September 2023, while serving in his first term as Minister of Public Works and Transport, Hon. Chief Ndlaluhlaza received the Africa Road Safety Strategy Award on behalf of the Kingdom of Eswatini for the most outstanding road safety strategy on the continent.
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
