Bilharzia Programme

The core mandate for the Bilharzia programme is to control morbidity with de-worming for the schistosomiasis and soil transmitted helminthiasis.
Achievements:

The increase in the public demand for deworming services manifest by the number of public that collect tablets for the control of worm infection which escalates every year from 59,198 in 2011 to 74,551 in 2012.

The year 2009, of the suspension of school deworming came with public understanding of the importance of de-worming through alertness at the re-emerging of symptoms that were cleared during the routine school-aged children deworming service era in schools – families are nowadays collecting increased numbers of Albendazole as seen in the above report.

Challenges:
